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QUARTERLY GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT
FIRST QUARTER, 2012
1.0 Introduction
This report presents official Quarterly Gross Domestic Product
(QGDP) estimates for Tanzania Mainland. The QGDP estimates
do facilitate frequent and appropriate policy interventions through
the provision of reliable, accurate and timely reports on recent and
short term economic development. The current quarterly Gross
Domestic Product (GDP) estimates are subject to revision when

necessary using the revised data from the field.

1.1 Economic Performance
In the report, the real growth rates are measured as percentage
changes of QGDP for the current year as compared to the QGDP
for the previous year. The real growth rate for the first quarter of
the year 2012 is therefore the percentage change between the
QGDP for the first quarter of the year 2011 and the corresponding
GDP for the first quarter, 2012.

The Real Gross Domestic Product at market price is estimated to
have increased at a growth rate of 7.1 percent in the first quarter,
2012 compared to a growth rate of 6.1 percent in the first quarter
of 2011, (Figure 1).
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In absolute terms, the QGDP for the quarter under review was
4,220,535 million shillings for the year 2012 compared to 3,940,261
million shillings in 2011, (Annex 1).

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2.0 Agriculture

The activity registered a growth rate of 1.4 percent in the first

quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of negative 1.2 percent

registered in the corresponding quarter of 2011. The good

performance was due to favourable rainfall received during the

reference period in the areas which are potential in agriculture and

the government effort of providing subsidies to the farmers.
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In the first quarter of 2012, the quantity of maize harvested was
655 thousand tonnes, an increase of 6.5 percent as compared to
615 thousand tonnes harvested in the first quarter of the year
2011. Paddy harvested increased by 5.6 percent from 231
thousand tonnes in the first quarter of 2011 to 244 thousand
tonnes in the corresponding quarter of 2012. Millet/sorghum
harvested increased by 6.1 percent from 231 thousand tonnes in
the first quarter of 2011 to 245 thousand tonnes in the
corresponding quarter of 2012. During the period, cassava
harvested increased by 9.1 percent from 483 thousand tonnes in
the first quarter of 2011 to 527 thousand tonnes in the first quarter of

2012.

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3.0

Fishing

Fishing recorded a growth rate of 2.6 percent in the first quarter of
2012 compared to a growth rate of 2.1 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. The growth was mainly attributed
to an increased demand for fish and fish products both at local and

foreign markets.

Mining and Quarrying

The activity recorded a growth rate of 14.3 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 0.8 percent in the
first quarter of 2011. The growth was mainly due to increase in
gold and diamond production. Gold production increased from
8,140 kgs. recorded in the first quarter of 2011 compared to
16,736 kgs. in the corresponding quarter of 2012. Diamond
production increased from 10,472 carats recorded in the first
quarter of 2011 compared to 57, 330 carats in the corresponding
quarter of 2012.

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5.0 Manufacturing
The activity recorded a growth rate of 4.8 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 4.6 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. The increase in production was
attributed to reliable supply of power during the period resulting
into increased volume of food products, beverages and cement.
During the period, however, manufacture of tobacco products,

chemicals and textiles increased at lower rates.

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6.0 Electricity and Water

The activity recorded the growth rate of 9.0 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 6.6 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. The increase in growth rate was
attributed to the increase in electricity generation. Total electricity
generated during the quarter increased to 1,398 million Kwh in
the first quarter of 2012 from 1,287 million Kwh generated in the
corresponding quarter of 2011.
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7.0 Construction

Construction activity grew at a rate of 3.7 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 0.4 percent in the
first quarter of 2011. The growth was attributed to the increase in
the construction of residential and non-residential buildings, roads
and bridges; and land improvement activities during the reference
period. The activity includes among other things, the construction
of a bridge across the Malagarasi River, road construction from
Nangurukuru to Lindi, Songea to Tunduru, Songea to Mbamba
Bay and Singida to Babati.

8.0 Wholesale and Retail Trade, Repair of Motor Vehicles,
Motorcycles; Personal and Household Goods

This activity recorded a growth rate of 9.0 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to 13.7 in 2011. The growth was
attributed to the slight increase in traded domestic manufactured
goods and imports of merchandized goods. The index of deflated

output for this activity derived from trade turnovers increased from 225
in the first quarter of 2011 to 246 in the corresponding quarter of 2012.

9.0 Hotels and Restaurants
Hotels and restaurants recorded a growth rate of 3.8 percent in the
first quarter of 2012 compared to 3.1 percent in the first quarter of
2011. The growth was due to increase in the number of

international and resident visitors in hotels. The overall
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international bed occupancy index increased from 148 in the first
quarter of 2011 to 151 in the first quarter of 2012. The number of
domestic hotel visitors increased from 150,736 in the first quarter
of 2011 to 153,741 in 2012 while the number of international
hotel visitors increased from 142,263 in the first quarter of 2011

to 149,610 during the quarter under review in 2012.

10.0 Transport and Communication
The activity recorded a growth rate of 16.4 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to 15.1 percent in the first quarter of
2011. The performance was attributed to the increase in the
number of passengers and volume of cargo handled during the

period and increased airtime used by cell phone customers.

11.0 Financial Intermediation
The activity recorded a growth rate of 15.0 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to 10.0 percent in the corresponding
quarter of 2011. This performance was a result of increased levels
of deposits and lending by commercial banks and the services by

insurance companies.

12.0 Real Estates and Business Services
The activity recorded a growth rate of 8.2 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 8.8 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. This growth was due to a slight
increase in the demand of renting services and the increase in the

supply of renting facilities during the reference period.

13.0 Public Administration
The activity recorded a growth rate of 6.4 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 6.0 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. This growth was attributed to
increased collective services provided by the government

employees during the reference period.

14.0 Education
The activity recorded a growth rate of 6.1 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 5.7 percent in the
corresponding quarter of 2011. The growth was due to the
increase in the number of pupils/students enrolled and the related
services provided to support the sector during the reference

period.
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15.0 Health; Other Social, Community and Personal
Services

The activity recorded a growth rate of 5.1 percent in the first
quarter of 2012 compared to a growth rate of 5.2 percent in a
corresponding quarter of 2011. The growth was due to the slight
increase in support of health facilities and the improvement in
other social, community and personal services during the period

under review.
