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QUARTERLY GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT
SECOND QUARTER 2010

1.0 Introduction

This report presents the official Quarterly Gross Domestic
Product (QGDP) estimates for Tanzania Mainland. It is the
second set of results for the second quarter of 2010. The
compilation of QGDP follows the need of having appropriate
policy interventions which can be achieved through reliable and
frequent reports on recent economic developments. The current
quarterly GDP estimates may be revised on the availability of the
revised data from the field.

1.1 Economic Performance
In the report, the real growth rates are measured as percentage
changes of QGDP for current year as compared to the QGDP for
the previous year. For example, the real growth rate for the
second quarter of the year 2002 is the percentage change between
QGDP of the second quarter of the year 2001 and the
corresponding figure for the year 2002.

However, in order to assess the seasonal effect on the QGDP, the
percentage changes between the adjacent quarters have also been
computed.
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The Real Gross Domestic Product at market prices is estimated to have
increased at a rate of 7.1 percent in the second quarter of 2010
compared to a growth rate of 3.4 percent in the second quarter of 2009.

In absolute terms, the QGDP for the quarter under review was
4,130,332 million shillings in 2010 compared to shillings 3,857,106
million shillings in 2009, (Annex 1)

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2.0 Agriculture

The activity registered a growth rate of 4.5 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 0.8 percent in the second quarter of
2009.

The increase in growth rate was due to the increase in the harvest
of major food crops. The quantity of maize harvested went up by
10.0 percent from 585 tonnes in the second quarter of 2009 to 643
tonnes in the second quarter of 2010. Paddy harvested increased
from 338 tonnes in the second quarter of 2009 to 358 tonnes in
the corresponding quarter of 2010. Millet/Sorghum harvested in
the second quarter of 2009 was 293 tonnes compared to 299
tonnes in the corresponding quarter of 2010 which is an increase
of 2.0 percent, while Cassava harvested increased by 10.0 percent
from 973 tonnes in the second quarter of 2009 to 1,071 tonnes in

the second quarter of 2010.

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Fishing

Fishing recorded a growth rate of 7.9 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 7.8 percent in the second quarter of
2009. The growth is mainly attributed to increased demand for
fish and fish products both at local and foreign markets.

Mining and Quarrying

The activity recorded a growth rate of 21.8 percent in the
second quarter of 2010 compared to a negative growth rate of
18.0 percent in the second quarter of 2009. This was due to an
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Increase in gold production from 7,136kg in the second quarter of
2009 to 9,162kg in the second quarter of 2010.

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5.0 Manufacturing

The activity recorded a growth rate of 8.0 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 8.3 percent in 2009. The decrease in
growth rate is attributed to low increase of manufacturing indices
of cement, beverages and other food products. The volume index
of chemicals increased from 200.3 in the second quarter of 2009
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to 203.7 in the second quarter of 2010, tobacco increased from 261.7 in
the second quarter of 2009 to 275.2 in the corresponding quarter of
2010. Manufacturing index of processed food increased from 143.8 in
the second quarter of 2009 to 150.5 in the second quarter of 2010. The
index for beverages decreased from 187.4 percent in the second quarter
of 2009 to 186.7 percent in the quarter under review. There was a slight
increase in the index of other food from 190.5 percent in the second
quarter of 2009 to 190.9 percent in the second quarter of 2010.

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6.0 Electricity

The growth rate of electricity was 12.3 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 10.7 percent in the corresponding
quarter of 2009. The increase in growth rate is attributed to the
increase in both hydro and gas power generated.

7.0 Construction

Construction activity grew at a rate of 8.3 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to a negative growth rate of 0.6 percent
in the second quarter of 2009; the increase in growth rate is
attributed to an increase in the construction of residential and non-
residential buildings, roads and bridges; and land improvement
activities.

8.0 Wholesale and Retail Trade; Repair of Motor Vehicles,
Motorcycles, Personal and Household Goods
This activity recorded a growth of 10.8 percent in the second quarter of
2010 compare to 4.7 percent in the second quarter of 2009. The
increase is attributed to the increase in traded domestic
manufactured goods and imports of merchandized goods in the
period under review.

9.0 Hotels and Restaurants
Hotels and restaurants recorded an increase in growth rate from
3.9 percent in the second quarter of 2009 to 4.1 percent in the
second quarter of 2010. The increase in growth rate is attributed

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to the increase in the number of international and resident visitors
in hotels. The overall bed occupancy index increased from 148 in
the second quarter of 2009 to 154 in the second quarter of 2010.

10.0 Transport and Communication

The activity recorded a growth rate of 7.0 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 13.7 percent in the second quarter of
2009. The low performance is attributed to the decrease in the
sales of communication services rendered during the quarter
under review.

11.0 Financial Intermediation

The activity recorded a growth rate of 17.9 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 18.3 percent in the corresponding
quarter of 2009; the low performance is attributed to the decrease
in levels of deposits and lending by commercial banks.

12.0 Real Estates and Business Services

The activity grew at a rate of 5.6 percent in the second quarter of
2010 compared to a rate of 2.3 percent in the corresponding
quarter of 2009. The increase in growth rate is attributed to the
increase in the overall weighted index of business services, rented
dwellings and owner occupied dwellings. The index for business
services increased from 254 in the second quarter of 2009
compared to 268 in the corresponding quarter of 2010.
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13.0 Public Administration

The activity recorded an increase in growth rate of 5.7 percent in
the second quarter of 2010 compared to 3.9 percent in the second
quarter of 2009. The increase is attributed to an increase in the
rate of recruitment of new employees by the government during
the period under review.

14.0 Education

The activity recorded a growth rate of 7.1 percent in the second
quarter of 2010 compared to 6.8 percent in the corresponding
quarter of 2009. This was due to an increase in the number of
pupils/students enrolled in 2010 compared to 2009.

15.0 Health; Other Social, Community and Personal
Services
The growth rate was 7.1 percent in the second quarter of 2010
compared to 5.8 percent in a similar quarter of 2009. The increase
in growth rate is attributed to the increase in number of patients
attended in health facilities and improved other social, community
and personal services.
