Key Findings

• 52% of facilities offer services for diabetes

• Among facilities offering services for diabetes, diagnostic 
capacity and availability of medicines are generally low

• 65% of facilities offer cardiovascular disease services

• Aspirin is the only drug that the majority of facilities offering 
cardiovascular disease services have in stock.

• 61% of facilities offer chronic respiratory disease services

• 19% of facilities offering services for chronic respiratory 
diseases have Salbutamol inhaler or tablets 

• 23% of the Government facilities offer any TB treatment and/or 
treatment follow-up services

• Only 25% of facilities offering any TB services have TB smear 
microscopy. Almost all have a system for diagnosing HIV.
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
